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Definitions 
 

1. Region shall mean and include one and only one association controlling soccer in  

 each of 

 

 a) Avalon 

 b) Burin Peninsula 

 c) Central 

 d) Conception Bay South 

 e) Labrador East 

 f) Labrador West 

 g) Mount Pearl 

 h) St. Johnôs 

 i) St. Pierre & Miquelon 

 j) Western 

 

2. Club ï A club is an organization operating one or more teams under a common 

executive. 

 

3. Team ï A team is formed by a club and must consist of players registered with 

this team on forms approved by the NLSA. 

 

4. Player ï A player is defined and interpreted to mean any person playing soccer 

under the jurisdiction of a Regional or Provincial Association. 

 

5. Coach ï A coach is an individual who is registered with the NLSA to be 

responsible for a team. 

 

6. Official ï An official is defined and interpreted to mean the person with the 

responsibility of enforcing the Laws of the Game under the jurisdiction of a 

Regional or Provincial Association. 

 

7. Assistant Coach ï An assistant coach is an individual who is registered with the 

NLSA to assist the coach of a team and be responsible for the team in the coachôs 

absence. 

 

8. Manager ï A manager is an individual who is registered with the NLSA to 

manage financial and organizational matters for a team. 

 

9. CPIC ï Canadian Police Information Centre. 

 

10. Harassment ï See the NLSA Harassment Policy. 
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Doôs & Donôts for Parents and Coaches 

 

DONôTS 

 
1. DONôT shout or scream instructions to the player with the ball. (Such instructions can confuse a player, 

particularly if s/he is attempting to listen to team mates. The player must learn to make quick and difficult 

decisions without interference from others not on the field of play. By the time players find themselves on a 

full size field they will not be able to hear you accurately anyway.) 

 

2. DONôT use phrases such as ñBoot itò, ñKick itò, ñSend itò, ñBelt the ballò etc. (First of all, you are violating 

rule #1; second you are encouraging panic rather than good decision making and mindless kicking rather than 

possession of the ball.) 

 

3. DONôT try to control the game from the sidelines. YOU CANôT! (Parents and coaches are not active 

participants in the game. Soccer is a game played and ultimately controlled by the players on the field. Teach 

the players to ñcoachò each other and to rely upon themselves and their team mates.) 

 

4. DONôT try to teach ñaggressivenessò. (Aggressiveness is a by-product of confidence. In soccer what is 

perceived as aggression is merely a reflection of the confidence a player has in his/her own abilities. Teach 

the skills that generate confidence; encourage players to believe in their skills and themselves. If they do they 

will play ñaggressivelyò. If you preach ñaggressivenessò as a goal unto itself you will likely reap the opposite 

of what you seek.)  

 

5. DONôT abuse game officials or show disrespect for the opponent. Referees do make mistakes but they make 

fewer than most of your players. They are merely human. An opponent deserves respect; they are not the 

enemy. Remember you are role models. Players learn from your example so set a good one. 

 

6. DONôT abuse your own coaching staff. 

  

7. DONôT forget Rule Number One! 

 

DOôS 

 

1. DO offer suggestions to players not currently involved in the game. (Brief words of advice are helpful to 

players who have the time to consider them. Suggestions should be made to players currently out of the game 

or to those on the field, but far from the ball, who can give your counsel both attention and consideration). 

 

2. DO encourage players to use the skills they are being taught. (Encourage them to use these skills during 

scrimmages and games. The learning of skills in practice is the first step in the development of any player. 

Applying these abilities in new or unfamiliar situations is the next. If at first such an approach costs you 

goals, learn to accept such setbacks as the price of progress. Do not view mistakes as unacceptable; recognize 

that each mistake is an opportunity for improvement. Soccer is a game best taught by trial and error. If you 

teach players that mistakes are unacceptable you will discourage creative decision-making.) 

 

3. DO teach the players to coach themselves on the field. (The players must learn to assist each other in making 

the hundreds of split-second decisions that each game requires. Only the players can control the game.) 

 

4. DO teach the players the skills. DO encourage CREATIVITY. Encourage them to hold the ball long enough 

to make good decisions about what to do next. (Although incorporating new possession skills into a game 

situation often brings failure at first, abandoning the effort in favour of ñbootingò the ball guarantees that 

development will be limited. Remember it is easier to pass the ball than chase it!)

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1 PROVISIONAL RULES  
 

1.1 The NLSA may, from time to time without prejudice, through the Board of Directors, make 

temporary rules or regulations governing specific cases or occasions not provided for in these 

regulations, but which may be necessary for the carrying out of the objectives of the Association 

and in the interests of fair play. Such temporary rules must be approved at the next General 

Meeting. 

  

  

2 PLAYER ELIGIBILITY   
 

2.1 General 

 

2.1.1 Only players registered within a Regional Association recognized by the NLSA shall be eligible to 

compete in any Provincial Tournament. 

 

2.1.2 Players must be registered with the NLSA office seven (7) days before taking part in any 

Provincial Tournament. 

 

2.1.3 All registration for league games must be made at least twenty-four (24) hours prior to 

participation. 

 

2.1.4 Any team which includes an ineligible player (either over age, non-registered, under suspension, 

etc.) shall forfeit the games/tournament in which the player appears on the line-up and the player 

in question and/or the coach (es) of the team may be subject to disciplinary action by the NLSA. 

 

2.1.5 In order to participate in a Provincial Tournament leading to a National Club Competition each 

player shall be: 

 a)  A Canadian citizen; or 

 b)  A Permanent Resident as defined by the Government of Canada; or 

 c)  A refugee claimant. 

 

2.1.6 Any player aged 12 or over whose last registration was outside the jurisdiction of the Canadian 

Soccer Association (CSA) must request that the NLSA through the CSA obtain the necessary 

International Transfer Certificate. Without this certificate, the player is ineligible to play in 

Canada. The fee per release (International Certificate of Transfer) for all amateur players coming 

into Canada is set by the CSA and must be paid accordingly. 

 

2.1.7 For all competitions with an age limitation (both Youth and Masters/Classics) MCP number, birth 

certificate or other evidence acceptable to the NLSA must accompany all registration forms. 

 

2.1.8 A player playing soccer with a given club or region may play Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy  

with a different club or region only when the higher level of competition is not available in his or 

her own club or region and the approval of the appropriate NLSA Vice-President has been given. 

E.g. A youth or Intermediate player in one region can play Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy in a 

different region provided there is no Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy in the first region. 

 

2.1.9 A player may not register or play for more than one team in the same league, tournament, cup or 

youth age-group competition unless s/he has received an official transfer. 

 

2.1.10 On behalf of teams qualifying for National Club Competitions, where exceptional circumstances 

exist, the appropriate NLSA Vice President may request, in writing through their Competitions 
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Committee Representative, who will forward the request to the CSA Director of Competitions, 

special permission to allow players to participate who might not otherwise be eligible. 

 

2.1.11 The final deadline for registration shall be August 31
st
 of the current year of competition. 

 

2.1.12 It is an offence for any club, through its responsible officers or representatives, to induce or 

attempt to induce a registered player of a team under the jurisdiction of the NLSA to leave his/her 

team before the end of the current season. The offence shall be subject to discipline by the NLSA. 

 

 

2.2 Youth 
 

2.2.1 Players in age categories who reach the limiting age on or after the first day of January shall 

continue to be eligible to play in that age category for the remainder of the playing season. This 

applies to all Provincial Competitions. 

¶ U-18 born 1992 

¶ U-17 born 1993 

¶ U-16 born 1994 

¶ U-15 born 1995 

¶ U-14 born 1996 

¶ U-13 born 1997 

¶ U-12 born 1998, 1999 

¶ U-10 born 2000, 2001 

¶ U-8 born 2002, 2003 

¶ U-6 born 2004, 2005 

  

2.2.2  Any youth team that includes a player, who is over the age limit as defined in 2.2.1 above, shall 

forfeit the games concerned and may be subject to disciplinary action by the NLSA. 

 

2.2.3 A player may not play in more than one (1) Provincial Youth Competition in the current season 

except as outlined in 2.2.4. 

 

2.2.4 Individual players, from any region, with the exception of St. Johnôs, Mount Pearl and CBS, will 

be permitted to play on their regional ñAò team and one other club team at the same age level. The 

following exceptions shall be permitted: 

 

 (i) Any individual whose club and/or region deems it is in the best interests of the player 

developmentally to play at his/her A age level and a higher age level for club Mega, B, C 

etc. This request must be made, in writing, through the NLSA office to the Vice President 

Youth, a minimum of four (4) weeks prior to the tournament. The Player Movement form 

and the $25.00 fee should accompany the request. 

 

(ii)  Any player who is approved by the NLSA Vice President Youth as an emergency ñcall-

upò as defined by the specified guidelines. Preference will be given to players from 

that region who have not or will not participate in a provincial tournament in the 

current year of competition. 

 

(iii)  An ñAò level youth player, registered in a region other than his/her home region, may 

request permission from the NLSA Vice President Youth to return to their home club for 

the Mega tournament. 

 

2.2.5 A youth player who wins the right to go to the National Club Competition at his/her age group is 

not eligible to play in any senior tournament leading to a National (e.g. Jubilee Trophy or 

Challenge Cup Weekend). 
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2.2.6 A youth player may play for both a youth team and a senior team only if s/he has first registered 

with the youth team. A youth player who registers first with a senior team will not be eligible to 

play for a youth team. 

 

2.2.7 A youth player who has played for a senior club team during the regular season is cup-tied to that 

club for any senior competition unless s/he has received an official transfer. 

 

2.3 Senior 
 

2.3.1 Provincial Competitions will be held for each of the following categories: 

 

 Challenge Cup Weekend (Menôs Senior) 

 Menôs Senior Mega Tournament (Menôs Senior) 

 Jubilee Trophy Weekend (Womenôs Senior) 

 Womenôs Senior Mega Tournament (Womenôs Senior) 

 Masters (Menôs Senior) 

 

2.3.2 In order to participate in a Provincial Masters Tournament, players must have reached the age of 

thirty-five (35) before January 1
st
 of the current year of competition. 

 

2.3.3 A masters/classics player is eligible to compete in senior competition at any level within the region 

where they are registered. However, a masters/classics player who plays in the Challenge 

Cup/Jubilee Trophy Final Weekend and wins the right to travel to the National Menôs Challenge 

Cup or Womenôs Jubilee Trophy is not eligible to play in a Regional or National Masters/Classics 

Competition if the team has declared their interest in travelling to Regional or National 

Competition at that level.  

 

2.3.4 A youth player who has not won the right to go to the National Club Competition at his/her age 

group is eligible to play in a senior tournament leading to a National, i.e. Jubilee Trophy or 

Challenge Cup Weekend provided the player has played in the minimum 25% of the games with 

that team. 

 

 

2.4 Challenge Cup / Jubilee Trophy 
 

2.4.1 Once a playerôs name has appeared on a game sheet for a team, in a game designated by a region 

to select its regional representative for the Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy, s/he shall not be 

allowed to play for another team in any Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy game. 

 

2.4.2 In order to participate in either the Provincial Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy League, a player 

must be eligible to participate in the corresponding Provincial Tournament leading to a National 

Club Competition. (See 2.1.5) 

 

2.4.3 In order for a player to be eligible to compete for the Challenge Cup/Jubilee Trophy Final 

Weekend that player must have been in uniform and prepared to play in at least 25% of his/her 

teamôs regular round-robin games. Should a Tier 1/Tier II format be used it will be 25% of the 

total games in Round 1 and Round II. Medical exemptions will be dealt with on an individual 

basis and medical documentation must be provided. 

 

2.4.4 For the 2010 season, a youth player playing on a youth team which is participating in the  Jubilee 

Trophy league on an exhibition basis, may be called up to another team within their region or club 

with the permission of their youth coach  and notification of the NLSA VP Women. The youth 

player can only be called up to one team. 
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2.4.5 This rule only applies to Regions that do not have a registered Challenge Cup or Jubilee 

Trophy team. 

 

Players, registered and playing in local Intermediate Leagues, may also play Challenge Cup or 

Jubilee Trophy with a team in a Region that is different from the Region where they are registered 

to play Intermediate.    

 

(i) If a club decides to utilize intermediate players on their Challenge Cup / Jubilee Trophy 

team, those players will be considered ineligible for Provincial Competition in the 

Intermediate Division if they have played eight games of the Challenge Cup / Jubilee 

Trophy regular season games.  Medical exemptions will be dealt with on an individual 

basis and medical documentation must be provided.  

 

(ii)  Regions that have local Intermediate Leagues will retain the right to set limits on the 

number of games a player can play in Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy and still be 

eligible to continue to play Intermediate in that region. 

 

2.4.6 Rule 2.4.5 will not apply to a new team entering Challenge Cup / Jubilee Trophy play for the first 

time.  New teams entering Challenge Cup / Jubilee Trophy for the first time will be permitted 

unlimited use of Intermediate players for the first year of play only.  

 

2.4.7 Players playing with any intermediate team within a region cannot transfer to or play with any 

other intermediate team within his/her region or province after the transfer deadline. 

 

 

3 TEAM ELIGIBILITY  

 

3.1 General 

 

3.1.1 All teams must register with their recognized Regional Association in order to affiliate with the 

NLSA. 

 

3.1.2 Only teams affiliated with and in good standing with their Regional Association will be eligible to 

participate in any competition under the jurisdiction of the NLSA. 

 

3.1.3 Teams must have their full registration for all tournaments at the NLSA office at least two (2) 

weeks prior to the start of the tournament. (Full registration includes: Player Registration (See 

7.6), Paid Levies (see 7), Team Credential Sheet, Team Information Sheet, Tournament Fee and 

Coachesô Registration Forms). No late entries will be accepted. 

 

3.1.4 If a club/region makes changes to a teamôs credential form, the club/region is responsible to send 

an UPDATED credential form to the NLSA office. 

 

3.1.5 All teams entering Provincial Tournaments must be prepared to commence play on Friday 

morning (Thursday evening for Mega Tournaments) and stay the extra day on long weekends, e.g. 

Labour Day. 

 

3.1.6 Regional Directors are responsible for ensuring that any team representing his/her Region in 

Provincial Competition (or a qualifying game to determine a regional representative) is properly 

registered with the NLSA. 

 

3.1.7 No team will be permitted to participate in two (2) tournaments leading to a National Club 

Competition. 

 

3.1.8 No team qualifying for a National Club Competition shall register previously unregistered players 

after the Provincial Tournament. 
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3.1.9 Any team not showing up for a game in a Provincial/Regional Tournament, without just cause, 

will lose the game by default with a 3-0 score. 

 

3.1.10 Any team withdrawing from a National Competition after declaring their intention to enter will 

pay a fine of $500 to the NLSA and be ineligible for National Competition at that age group for 

the next two (2) years. This will be in addition to any fines imposed by CSA. 

 

3.1.11 Only team staff and players listed on the credential form shall be permitted to sit on the playersô 

bench during competition. 

 

3.1.12 Only players listed on the game sheet will be deemed eligible to play in any given game. 

 

3.1.13 All teams entering Provincial Tournaments must provide the NLSA office with an appropriate 

contact name, telephone number, fax number and email address. 

 

3.1.14 All teams, with the exception of Labrador Youth teams, must make their own arrangements for 

accommodations. 

 

3.1.15 Any club or team that defaults or withdraws from a tournament within two (2) weeks of the 

tournament is liable to a fine (see NLSA Levies and Fines 2010). 

 

3.1.16 Teams should arrive on schedule for all games and be prepared to play. The NLSA may take 

disciplinary action against any team failing to meet its responsibility. 

 

3.1.17 Teams are expected to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner both on and off the field. 

Failure to do so may result in disciplinary action by the NLSA. 

 

3.1.18 Registration cards with current pictures will not be used for any NLSA tournaments. However, 

teams traveling to National Club Championships (youth, senior and masters) must have 

registration cards with current pictures. 

 

3.1.19 Youth teams will not be permitted entry into the Senior Mega Tournament unless there is no 

tournament at the Youth level in that age group and level and NLSA approval has been given. 

 

 

3.2  Youth 
 

3.2.1 All teams planning to travel to Labrador must notify the NLSA office by July 1
st
 of the current 

year of competition. 

 

3.2.2 Teams entering a Mega tournament, at any age level, must be prepared to commence play on 

Thursday, if necessary. 

 

 

3.3 Senior 
 

3.3.1 In Mega tournaments, teams must be prepared to play games against teams in their own region 

prior to the official start of the tournament on Friday. 

 

3.3.2 Any team in Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy play who fails to show up for a game without just 

cause will be fined $500 ($300 of which will go to the non-offending club to cover costs incurred), 

lose any points that would result from the game, and the final score would be listed as 3-0. 

 

3.3.3 Any team planning on entering the Jubilee Trophy League must have a representative at the 

Spring Planning Meeting.  Failure to have a representative present will result in a fine of $500 
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being imposed on the Team / Club which must be paid to the NLSA before the team's application 

to enter / re-enter the League is considered. 

  
4 TEAM ROSTERS 
 

4.1 A maximum of twenty (20) registered players will be permitted on a team in all youth, Challenge 

Cup and Jubilee Trophy tournaments. A maximum of twenty-five (25) registered players will be 

allowed on a team in all Masters Tournaments. In Senior Mega tournaments the total number 

registered with the team for the season will be permitted to register for the Provincial Tournament. 

 

4.2 A maximum of twenty (20) players may be written on each game sheet.   

 

4.3 Teams must have a minimum of thirteen (13) players to register for a tournament. 

 

4.4 Teams must have a minimum of seven (7), {nine (9) for Masters/Classics} players to start a game. 

 

4.5 Teams must have a minimum of seven (7) players on the field of play or the game will cease. 

 

4.6 Each team in Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy are permitted to use a maximum of 25 players  

 (including callups) throughout the season. 

 

5 TRANSFER OF PLAYERS 
 

5.1 A player who has registered with a given club, shall be permitted to transfer his/her services to 

another club within the province, only on being granted permission to transfer by the responsible 

officers or representatives on the club for which s/he is already registered. Such permission shall 

be in writing, duly signed by the club. 

 

5.2 Any club which refuses to release a player must inform the NLSA of the particulars within 

seventy-two (72) hours of the playerôs request. The appropriate NLSA Vice President, in 

consultation with the NLSA Executive, will make the final decision within forty-eight (48) hours 

of the receipt of the clubôs letter. 

 

5.3 If a player is transferring from outside the province, s/he must send a request for transfer to the 

NLSA office accompanied by a $25.00 administration fee and a written release from his/her club. 

The transfer will not be processed without the required fee. . 

 

5.4  A player moving from one Provincial/Territorial Association to another must receive a written 

clearance from the Provincial/Territorial Association with which s/he was last registered in order 

to be eligible. 

 

5.5 A player cannot transfer to a lower division of play during any given season. 

 

5.6 The deadline for transfer shall be the earlier of July 31
st
 of the current year of competition or the 

date on which the Regional Finals begin. 

 

5.7 A team shall not be permitted to add any more than two (2) transfers during a season. 

 

5.8 A player shall be entitled to two (2) transfers during the current playing season within the 

jurisdiction of the Regional Associations. A player once transferred cannot be transferred to the 

team for which s/he originally registered until a period of thirty (30) days has elapsed. 

 

5.9 No transfers are permitted from one Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy team to another. 

 

5.10 Any player registered for a team which has, with the consent of the Regional Association or the 

NLSA, ceased to operate, or has been declared defunct by such Associations, shall be entitled to

be transferred to any other team s/he desires by making application to the NLSA which, having 

satisfied itself to the bona-fides of the application, shall have the power to transfer such player to 

any team producing the playerôs signed application. 

 

 

 

6 DECLARATIONS TO PR OVINCIAL COMPETITIONS  

 

6.1 Regional Declarations 

 

6.1.1 Each region shall designate a method to select its regional representative for provincial 

competition at any level. 

 

6.1.2 The NLSA office must have confirmation of the region entering a tournament at least two (2) 

weeks prior to the tournament. Any region failing to confirm its intentions by this date may not be 

permitted to compete in that tournament. 

 

6.1.3 Where a region requires a qualifying game in order to determine its representative at a provincial 

competition, the location, date, time and selection of officials for the game shall be done by the 

region. In the event of there being more than two teams seeking to represent the region at the 

provincial competition, a regional tournament shall be held to determine the representative. All 

qualifying tournaments must be held in time to allow the winning teams to register with the NLSA 

office prior to the deadline. 

 

6.1.4 The Regional Director or designate shall be responsible for organizing any qualifying 

game/tournament noted in 6.1.3; however, in the event that the Regional Director is also a player, 

a member of the coaching staff or a club official, with one of the participating teams, the Regional 

Director shall appoint another member of the NLSA Executive Committee to co-ordinate the 

game/tournament. 

 

6.1.5 Each region is responsible to ensure that the team representing it in provincial competition (or a 

qualifying game to determine a regional representative) is properly registered with the NLSA. 

 

 

6.2 Hosting Declarations 
 

6.2.1 All regional hosting sites for Provincial Tournaments will be ratified at the Spring Planning 

Meeting. 

 

6.2.2 The host region is responsible to confirm, in writing, its intention to accept the hosting of a 

particular tournament thirty (30) days after the Spring Planning Meeting. 

 

6.2.3 Regions must notify the NLSA office of the exact tournament site by June 15
th
 of the current year 

of competition. 

 

6.2.4 If appointed regions have not determined a site for their provincial tournament by June 15
th
, the 

appropriate NLSA Vice President and NLSA office, in co-operation with the Regional Director, 

will choose the site. 

 

6.2.5 The host region is responsible to inform the NLSA office, in writing, of any cancellation of an 

assigned tournament no later than June 22
nd

  of the current year of competition. Failure to do so 

will result in a $200.00 fine which will be forwarded to the new host. 
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6.3 Admission / Re-admission of a team into Senior Leagues (Starting in 2011) 

 

6.3.1 Clubs wishing to have a new team participate in the Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy must make 

application to the NLSA by April 1
st
 of the current year of competition. The application should 

include: 

 

(i) A list of Officers of the Club and a letter from their Regional Association indicating that 

the club is in good standing. 

(ii)  Evidence that the team is able to meet its financial responsibilities for the league and a 

letter from the teamôs sponsoring club or Region supporting this. 

(iii)  A brief history of the teamôs recent competitive level and successes of play, and an 

indication of the names and playing experience of at least five of its core players. 

 

6.3.2 An application for re-admission must include the clubôs plan to improve the competitiveness of its 

team. The application will be evaluated by the NLSA Board, using criteria that includes, but is not 

limited to: 

 

(i) the present and future competitiveness of the team 

(ii)  the teamôs demonstrated professionalism in commitment to the schedule, fielding and 

properly dressing appropriate numbers of players, organization and conduct of the players 

and the team support staff (coach, trainer, etc.) 

 

6.3.3 For the inaugural (or restart after an absence) season of Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy the 

NLSA Board shall, at its discretion, make final determinations prior to the start of the season, on 

team placement into the leagues. 

 

7 REGISTRATION FEES  

 

 Note: All registration fees for those over the age of 14 are subject to HST. 

 

7.1 Registration fees for youth players will be $18.25 for the 2010 season. 

 

7.2 Registration fees for senior players will be $31.00 for the 2010 season. 

 

7.3 Registration fees for officials will be as follows for the 2010 season: 

¶ Youth $13.00 

¶ Senior Class I Assistant $35.00 

¶ Senior Class II Assistant $32.00 

¶ Senior Class III Assistant $30.00 

¶ Senior Class I $65.00 

¶ Senior Class II $55.00 

¶ Senior Class III $47.00 

¶ Assessors & Instructors $55.00 

¶ National   Set by CSA 

 

7.4 Registration fees for youth coaches and managers will be $3.00 for the 2010 season. 

 

7.5 Registration fees for senior coaches and managers will be $5.00 for the 2010 season. 

 

7.6 All player, coach, manager and official registration lists and fees must be in to the NLSA office by 

July 13
th
 of the current year of competition. 
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7.7 Registration for teams entering a Provincial Tournament is $300.00 per youth team and $350.00 

per senior team (with the exception of the Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy), per tournament, 

$120.00 ($170.00 for senior) of which will be given to the host to help offset costs. 

7.8 Registration fees for each Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy team will be determined each year at 

the Spring Planning Meeting. This registration is over and above the regular senior player 

registration. 

 

7.9 HST will be applied to all registration fees where applicable. 

 

 

8 HOSTING RESPONSIBILITIES  

 
8.1 General 

 

8.1.1 Upon acceptance of a tournament the host region will contact the NLSA office by June 15
th
 of the 

current year of competition, and supply the name, telephone number, fax number, and email 

address of a tournament convenor. 

 

8.1.2 By June 15
th
 of the current year of competition the host club, in consultation with the Regional 

Director and appropriate NLSA Vice President, must indicate to the NLSA office the maximum 

number of teams it will be able to accommodate in the tournament. 

 

8.1.3 The host region shall be responsible for ensuring that the host club provides a suitable playing area 

and that equipment meets proper standards. Such equipment shall include balls, goal posts with 

nets, four corner flags at least five (5) feet high and appropriately marked fields. 

 

8.1.4 The host club and/or region is responsible for the booking of and payment for accommodations, 

mileage and meal allowances for any officials brought in. 

 

8.1.5 The host club and/or region is responsible for the payment of all game fees for officials. 

 

8.1.6 The host club and/or region should provide appropriate media coverage before and after the 

tournament. 

 

8.1.7 At the completion of the tournament, it shall be the host convenorôs responsibility to ensure that 

s/he has all game reports, referee reports etc.  
 
8.1.8 Tournament reports must be submitted to the NLSA office within thirty (30) days of the 

conclusion of the tournament. Failure to do so will result in ½ of the hosting grant being forfeited. 

If the report is not received within sixty (60) days of the conclusion the tournament, the entire 

hosing grant will be forfeited. 

 

8.1.9 The host club and/or region is responsible to have qualified first aid attendants and security at all 

games wherever possible. 

 

8.1.10 All host clubs and/or regions are required to provide qualified and appropriate officials for all 

Provincial Tournaments. All officials must be approved by the Director of Officials. 

 

8.1.11 Host clubs and/or regions must notify the Director of Officials of the names of the officials to be 

used in any tournament at least ten (10) days before the start of the tournament. 

 

8.1.12 All host clubs and/or regions must ensure that all NLSA sponsorship banners are prominently 

displayed at all venues during the tournament. 

 

8.1.13 The host club and/or region must help a club find suitable accommodations if requested to do so. 
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8.1.14 Any region hosting Provincial or National Competitions should have dressing room, shower and 

toilet facilities in very close proximity to the field. 

 

8.1.15 Any field inspection request must be submitted to the NLSA by July 15
th
 of the current year of 

competition. 

 

8.1.16 Upon receipt of notification, in writing to the NLSA that a field is not up to standard, the Board of 

Directors will appoint a member to do a field inspection to be completed within two (2) weeks. 

 

 

8.2 Youth 
 

8.2.1 Host clubs should review the Checklist for Hosts in the NLSA Rules and Regulations Booklet. 

 

8.2.2 At the beginning of each Provincial Tournament a Discipline Committee will be formed, chaired 

by the NLSA Representative at the tournament. 

 

 

8.3 Senior 

 

8.3.1 At all senior tournaments, with the exception of Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy, the host 

region shall be responsible for forming a Tournament Disciplinary Committee chaired by the 

NLSA Representative for that tournament. 

 

8.3.2 At all senior tournaments, with the exception of Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy, the host 

committee must draw up the schedule. This schedule must be sent in to NLSA office and be 

approved by the appropriate NLSA Vice President. 

 

 

9 RESPONSIBILITES OF NLSA OFFICE  
 

9.1 The NLSA office must inform the host club and/or region of the teams participating in the 

tournament. 

 

9.2 The NLSA Vice President Youth will draw up the schedule for all youth tournaments in 

consultation with the host convenor. 

 

9.3 When drawing up the schedule the NLSA office will ensure that each team has at least a two (2) 

hours rest period between the end of one game and the start of another. 

 

9.4 The NLSA office will provide the host club and/or region with the name, telephone number, fax 

number, and email address of the contact person for each team entering the tournament. 

 

9.5 The NLSA office must provide the host club and/or region with all forms necessary for the 

tournament ï game sheets, evaluation forms, discipline report forms, etc. 

 

9.6 The NLSA office will be responsible for 24 individual medals (gold and silver) for the first and 

second place teams (gold only for all senior tournaments) and a championship plaque or trophy for 

each tournament. All awards will be handled by the NLSA Representative at the tournament. 

 

9.7 The NLSA office will supply player ID cards for all youth teams qualifying to go to a National 

Club Competition. 
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9.8 The NLSA office will see that all credential sheets are reviewed and stamped to confirm that all 

players are eligible. Credential sheets will then be sent to the host convenor for distribution to the 

NLSA Representative. 

 

 

10 SUBSTITUTIONS 
 

10.1 Youth teams at tournaments not leading to a National Championship may make unlimited 

substitutions twice during each half, at half time and at the end of regulation time if extra time is 

required. Substitutions and stoppages for injured players will not be considered one of a teamôs 

permitted substitution times. 

 

10.2 All tournaments leading to a National Club Competition will have a maximum of five (5) 

substitutions per game (except as noted in 10.4) ï as per CSA Rules and Regulations. This shall 

include regular and extra time periods; however, unlimited substitutions will be permitted at half 

time and at the end of regulation time prior to extra time. Players who are substituted out are 

permitted to re-enter. 

 

10.3 No substitutions will be allowed for a player who has been ordered from the field for misconduct. 

 

10.4 There will be unlimited substitutions at all Masters Tournaments, including those leading to a 

Regional/National Competition. 

 

 

11 RESPONSIBILITIES OF NLSA REPRESENTATIVE  

 

11.1 The Regional Director is the NLSA Representative for any tournament held in his/her Region. If 

s/he is unavailable s/he is responsible to designate another person. 

 

11.2 The NLSA Representative will convene a meeting of team representatives immediately prior to the 

tournament. 

 

11.3 The NLSA Representative will be responsible for the tournament plaque or trophy and any medals 

supplied by the NLSA. At the end of the tournament s/he is responsible for returning unused 

medals to the NLSA office. 

 

11.4 The NLSA Representative will convene and chair the Discipline Committee if necessary. 

 

11.5 The NLSA Representative will keep track of games and standings. 

 

11.6 The NLSA Representative will present or arrange for the presentation of the tournament plaque or 

trophy, and any medals supplied by the NLSA. 

 

11.7 The NLSA Representative will ensure that any NLSA Board Members who are present and all 

NLSA sponsors are recognized during all ceremonies and awards. 

 

11.8 The NLSA Representative will be the final authority on all procedural matters. 

 

 

12 PRE-COMPETITION MEETINGS  
 

12.1 All  youth teams must send a representative to the pre-tournament meeting convened by the NLSA 

Representative.  Failure to do so will result in a fine of $200.00.  In the case of special 

circumstance exemptions may apply, provided approval has been given. The location and time of 

the meeting will be published on the NLSA website.  
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12.2 For Youth Tournaments only, each team shall name a representative to the Discipline Committee 

(a minimum of two (2) of these shall be required to be at any disciplinary hearing). 

 

12.3 At this meeting the following matters will be dealt with: 

a) The formation of a Discipline Committee, for Youth Tournaments only, consisting of one 

person from each team and the co-ordinating official. 

b) Review Tournament Rules and Regulations. 

c) Determine team colours. 

d) Review the schedule of games and make any changes which may be required. 

e) Receive and review team credential forms as sent out by NLSA office. 

f) Discuss the unlimited substitution rule (where applicable) making sure all team 

representatives fully understand that ALL  substitutions are at the refereeôs discretion and 

should not interfere with the flow of the game. 

 

 

13 COACHING QUALIFICATIONS AND STAFF  

 

13.1 Qualifications 

 

13.1.1 A Community Coach Youth Certificate is required for all teams participating in Youth U-12A and 

all Youth Mega, ñBò, ñCò, etc. tournaments. 

 

13.1.2 Teams participating in U-14A, U-16A, U-18A, Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy and Masters are 

required to have a coach who is Community Coach Trained.  

 

13.1.3 Coaches of Provincial All-Star and Canada Games teams must have a National B License. 

 

13.1.4 Assistant coaches of Provincial All-Star teams must have a Provincial B License and assistant 

coaches of Canada Games teams must have a National B License. 

 

13.1.5 All staff persons listed on the team roster of a Provincial All-Star Team or a Provincial Club 

Team, along with the NLSA Representative, going to a CSA National Championship must be 

CPIC cleared and have attended a Harassment Seminar prior to the starting date of the U-14A,  

U-16A, U-18A, Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy league/tournament. For this purpose CPIC 

clearance is valid for a maximum of thirty-six (36) months. Proof of CPIC clearance must be 

brought to all tournaments. 

 

13.1.6 All staff persons listed on a team roster going to any age-gender competitive level Provincial or 

Regional Championship must have an up-to-date CPIC clearance and have attended a Harassment 

Seminar prior to the starting date of the respective Provincial or Regional Competition. For this 

purpose a CPIC clearance is valid for a maximum of thirty-six (36) months.  

 

13.1.7 CPIC clearance for all club teams is the responsibility of the club. 

 

13.1.8 CPIC clearance for all All-Star and Canada Games teams is the responsibility of the NLSA. 

 

13.1.9 Those individuals who are not CPIC cleared but who wish to contest their status have the right to 

do so through an established Regional and/or NLSA Appeals Committee. 

 

 

13.2 Staff 
 

13.2.1 A teamôs staff should consist of a coach, an assistant coach and a manager, one of whom must be 

the same gender as the team. 
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13.2.2 For all Provincial All-Star teams and Canada Games teams, either the coach or the assistant coach 

must be the same gender as the team. 

 

13.2.3 For the requirement that a team official be the same gender as the team, this cannot be a player 

with dual roles on the team.

14.2 Where specified in these Rules, when the score is tied at the end of regulation time, extra time 

shall be played as noted in 14.1. If the score is still tied at the end of extra time, the winner shall be 

decided by taking kicks from the penalty mark, in accordance with FIFA Laws of the Game.  

 

. 

 

 

15 SEEDING FOR PROVINCIAL TOURNAMENTS  
 

15.1 Regions shall be seeded based on the previous yearôs results, with the exception of 15.2, 15.3, 

and 15.4. 

 

15.2 Regions which did not participate in the previous yearôs Provincial Tournament, including teams 

added to tournaments through Rule 2.2.4, will be placed as low seeds as determined by the 

appropriate NLSA Vice President. Rankings in Masters and Classics will be decided by the 

appropriate NLSA Vice President. 

 

15.3 Seeding for teams entering the Challenge Cup Weekend shall be based on the standings at the end 

of regular season play in the regular Challenge Cup League. 

 

15.4 Seeding for teams entering the Jubilee Trophy Weekend shall be based on the standings at the end 

of regular season play in the regular Jubilee Trophy League. 

 

 

16 ROUND ROBIN TIE -BREAKING PROCEDURE  
 

16.1 General 
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16.1.1 In youth tournaments or parts of a youth tournament organized on a knock-out basis, competing 

teams shall play a game until a winner is declared. In the event that a game has not been decided 

by goals at the end of regulation time, extra time shall be played. If the game has not been decided 

on goals after two (2) periods of extra time, the game shall be decided by kicks from the penalty 

spot in accordance with FIFA regulations. 

 

16.1.2 In a regular round-robin tournament all games shall be played to regulation time only, except as 

specified in 16.1.3. 

 

16.1.3 In any three (3) team round robin, whether part or whole of the competition, the third game shall 

be played to a decision as outlined in 16.1.1, if the team not participating has zero points, has been 

suspended or has withdrawn. 

 

16.1.4 Three points shall be awarded for a win and one point for a tie. 

 

16.1.5  The following criteria shall be used, in order, to determine the final standings: 

 

(a) Most points in all group matches. 

(b) Greater number of points in matches between the teams concerned. 

(c) Greater goal difference in matches between the teams concerned (if more than two teams finish 

equal on points). 

(d) Greater number of goals scored in matches among the teams concerned (if more than two teams 

finish equal on points). 

(e) Results for all group matches 

*Greater Goal difference in all group matches. 

*Greater number of goals scored in all group matches. 

       (f) Kicks from the Penalty Mark  
* Two teams tied: as per FIFA Laws of the Game, at a time and place decided by the NLSA Rep. 

 

* Three or more teams tied: drawing of lots to determine ranking at a time and place decided by the 

NLSA Rep. 

 

Suspended players cannot participate in the tie-breaking procedure (mini-games / penalty 

kicks) and the tie-breaking procedure does not count as time served for a suspension. 

 

16.1.6 In each case above, the decision of the NLSA Representative in attendance will be final and 

binding. 

 

 

17 TOURNAMENT PROCEDURE  

 

17.1 General 

 

17.1.1 Mega tournaments may be held at the youth or senior level as deemed beneficial by the 

Association. 

 

17.1.2 The following rules will apply for Mega tournaments: 

 a) Each region shall be given the opportunity to enter a team in the competition. 

 b) All regions will be given the opportunity to enter more than one team whenever possible. 

 c) Clubs that entered a Mega tournament the previous year will be given the first opportunity to 

enter in the current year of competition. 

 

17.2 Senior 
 

17.2.1 In all senior tournaments (with the exception of Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy) the host centre 

may enter a second team to facilitate a six team tournament. This process shall not prevent the

second team from playing a regional or provincial tournament. Approval for this process must be 

granted by the appropriate NLSA Vice President. 

 

17.2.2 If a region fails to travel to a Menôs Senior, Womenôs Senior or Masters tournament, they are not 

eligible to host in the following season. Clubs are only eligible to host if they have registered and 

played in that division for the previous two consecutive seasons. 

 

17.3 Youth 

 

17.3.1 Youth Soccer Tournament Format: 

 

a)  A Level ( U-14, U-16 and U-18): This is designed to have regional teams representing 

each region. Only one (1) team from each region may enter this tier one competition, 

except with the approval of the NLSA Vice President Youth.  The winning teams 

from this level will move on to represent NLSA in National Club Competitions in the U-

14, U-16 and U-18 age groups. 

 

 Subject to regional approval, a club team will be permitted to represent a region at this level 

if there is no regional team in that age/gender group. 

 

 b) Megas: 

 

 U-12:  Teams will register for one of the following divisions: 

 

A/B This division will be for the top teams within clubs and/or regions. Teams entering this 

level of competition will compete against tier 1 and tier 2 teams. 

 

C/D  This division is designed to have the smaller clubs compete against each other at a tier 3 

or tier 4 level. 

 

 E/F This division is designed for teams and clubs in the beginning level of development. 

 

G/H This division will be implemented only when the number of teams warrants another 

division of play. 

 

 

 U-14 & U-16 Teams will register for one of the following divisions: 

 

 B/C This division is designed for club teams at a tier 2 or 3 level. 

 

 D/E This division is designed to have smaller clubs compete against each other. 

 

F/G This division will be implemented only when the number of teams warrants another 

division of play. 

 

c) U-18B ï This level of soccer is designed to have club teams from the various regions 

compete against each other at a tier two level. This is a top level of soccer. 

 

17.3.2 The NLSA reserves the right to evaluate a teamôs selected level of competition to ensure 

that all teams are competing at the best level for their caliber. 

  

 

18 TOURNAMENT DRAWS  
 

18.1 Regions will be seeded on the previous yearôs results (see 15.2, 15.3 and 15.4). 
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18.2 All scheduled games in a tournament must be played. 

 

18.3 Tournaments comprised of three (3) teams or less should be played on Saturday and  

 Sunday. 

 

18.4 Two team tournament:  The best 2 out of 3. If the two teams are tied after Game 2, Game 3 must  

 be played to a conclusion. 

 

18.5 Three team tournament:

18.14.3 Where special circumstances exist, the appropriate NLSA Vice President, in consultation with 

team representatives, may alter the format shown in 18.13.3 and 18.14.2. 

 

18.14.4 All regular round robin games played in Challenge Cup/Jubilee Trophy will use the following 

scoring format. Three points will be awarded for a win, and one point for a tie. No extra time or 

penalty kicks will be used to determine winners in regular round robin games. All games played 

on the Final weekend must be played to a conclusion. This will involve two 15-minute extra time 

periods followed by kicks from the penalty spot should the game still be tied at the end of the extra 

time periods. 

 

18.14.5 A rotation system will be used to determine the host site for the Challenge Cup. As such the 

Challenge Cup will be hosted in 2009 by Mount Pearl, 2010 by the Burin Peninsula, and in 2011 

by St. Johnôs.  In order to be considered for hosting Challenge Cup, a club/Region must have 

competed in the League for two consecutive years and must be one of the clubs/Regions 

participating in the tournament for that year.  
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19 DISCIPLINE  

  

19.1 Conflict of Interest 

 

19.1.1 A conflict of interest would exist if an independent observer of the process could reasonably 

perceive the opportunity for bias on the past of one or more of the hearing panel in reaching their 

decision. 

 

19.1.2 Conflict of interest may be perceived when: 

¶ A member of a Discipline Hearing Panel which rendered a decision then sits on an Appeal 

Hearing Panel to hear an appeal of the same decision. 

¶ A Discipline decision is overturned on appeal and sent back to be reheard at the lower level 

and one or more members of the original Discipline Hearing Panel are assigned to rehear the 

case. 

¶ An individual reports an apparent violation of the rules to his/her governing organization then 

later sits on the Discipline Hearing Panel dealing with charges laid as a result of that same 

complaint. 

¶ A member of a Discipline Hearing Panel is directly involved in the incident resulting in 

discipline (the individual can act as a witness only at the hearing). 

¶ A member of a Discipline Committee investigates a complaint, decides that charges are 

warranted then subsequently participates in the Discipline Hearing convened to deal with the 

charges laid. (It is strongly recommended that a person independent of the Panel investigates 

whether or not specific charges are warranted and recommend the specific charges to be 

answered). 

 

 

19.2 General 

 

19.2.1 The Discipline Committee is a standing committee of the NLSA whose mandate includes but is 

not limited to: 

a) hear discipline cases that are the exclusive jurisdiction of NLSA as per 19.3. 

b) provide direction to all NLSA sanctioned league, regional and competition discipline 

committees.  

19.2.2 The Chairperson is appointed by the Executive and at least two other members are appointed, as 

required, by the Chair. 

 

19.2.3 All players, team staffs and officials involved in the playing of games under NLSA jurisdiction are 

required to conduct themselves in a manner which will bring credit to themselves, their teams, the 

host region, their own region and the NLSA. 

 

19.2.4 Every club is responsible to The Association for the actions of its players, team staff and 

spectators. Clubs may be fined and/or sanctioned by the NLSA for offences committed by their 

supporters. 

 

19.2.5 Every club and league is required to take all precautions necessary to prevent its players, team 

staff and spectators from threatening or assaulting anyone present at games and especially the 

referee and assistant referees. Failure to do so may result in disciplinary action by the NLSA. 

 

19.2.6 Clubs and regions are expected to provide clearly identified security for players, team staff, and 

officials during Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy games, provincial tournaments and national 

play. Referees should be informed of security personnel prior to the start of the match. Failure to 

supply security may result in disciplinary action by the NLSA. 

 

19.2.7 Regions. clubs and leagues shall ensure that their disciplinary Rules, Regulations and Procedures 

are consistent with those of the NLSA. 
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19.2.8 Time is of the essence and failure to observe timelines established by these rules may render any 

disciplinary action taken after the expiration of the time limitations null and void. 

 

19.2.9 A person subject to a discipline proceeding has the right to attend, either in person or by 

teleconference, any hearing at his/her own expense. 

 

19.2.10 Referees must provide a written report for all ejections. This report, provided by the game official 

to the NLSA, leagues and/or other competitions shall be regarded as his/her report to a Discipline 

Hearing Committee. As far as Points of Law are concerned, FIFAôs Laws of the Game, Law V is 

final. The presence of the game official is not required at any hearing unless the Committee deems 

it necessary. 

 

19.2.11 Any player ejected from a game (red card) will automatically be suspended for at least the next 

game. The appropriate Discipline Committee of the league, tournament, region or NLSA may 

meet and rule if an additional suspension is in order. 

 

19.2.12 Any team that is found guilty of fielding an ineligible player for whatever reason (non-compliance 

with the age limit, omission from the credential sheet provided to the provincial association, 

omission from the game sheet, etc.) shall forfeit the game. Victory and the resulting points will be 

awarded to the opposing team as well as the score of 3-0 or greater, depending on the score of the 

game at the time of forfeit. The NLSA may take further action as deemed appropriate. 

 
19.2.13 The NLSA reserves the right to take disciplinary action in any case of criminal misconduct or 

human rights abuse not covered specifically in its By-Laws, Rules or Regulations. 

 

 

19.3 Exclusive Jurisdiction of NLSA 
 

19.3.1 NLSA shall have exclusive authority of jurisdiction in the following circumstances: 

a) All cases of misconduct toward any game official by any person involving alleged physical 

assault or attempted physical assault or threatening behaviour ; 

b) All cases of misconduct towards any person by a game official involving alleged physical 

assault, attempted physical assault, threatening behaviour ; 

c) Misconduct involving violent conduct or serious foul play requiring a hearing when the 

reportable incident also includes a charge under paragraph (a); 

d) Misconduct by any person arising from participation in National, Atlantic or Provincial 

Competitions; 

e) Misconduct by a Region or league or any of its executive or team staffs; 

f) Misconduct arising from any international event (in or out of Canada) where participation is 

given prior approval by NLSA; 

g) Complaints or inquiries referred to it by the Canadian Soccer Association or another 

Provincial Association; 

h) Any other matter directly related to the NLSA that the Association, in its sole discretion, 

deems should be dealt with by it. 

 

19.3.2 The NLSA, in its sole discretion, may delegate its jurisdiction to a region or league. 

 

19.4 Regional Jurisdiction 

 

19.4.1 Except as noted in 19.3, the Discipline Committee of Regions or leagues shall have the power to 

deal with violations of the Laws of the Game, the Rules & Regulations and By-Laws of the 

NLSA, or misconduct by any of their clubs or any of their players, team staffs  and members. In 

all cases, the party complained against shall have the right to appear and to offer a full answer or 

defence to any charges against him/her when the case is heard. 
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19.4.2 All discipline hearings involving offences listed under 19.11, other than those involving physical 

contact with game officials or attempted physical contact with game officials, or threatening 

behaviour towards a game official shall be dealt with by the Regional Association or league in 

whose jurisdiction the alleged offence took place. 

 

19.4.3 A Discipline Committee may, at its discretion, take action against any club whose players, team 

staffs or spectators have been found guilty of misconduct and/or violence towards anyone present 

at a game and especially towards game officials. 

 

19.4.4 All suspensions shall be from all soccer activities within the jurisdiction of NLSA. 

 

19.5 Tournament Jurisdiction 

 

19.5.1 Except as noted in 19.3, the Discipline Committee set up at any Provincial Tournament shall have 

the power to deal with violations of the Rules & Regulations and By-Laws of the NLSA, or 

misconduct by any of the participating clubs or any of their players, team staffs and members. In 

all cases, the party complained against shall have the right to appear and to offer a full answer or 

defence to any charges against him/her when the case is heard. 

 

19.5.2 All hearings involving offences listed under 19.11, other than those involving physical contact 

with game officials or attempted physical contact with game officials or threatening behaviour 

towards a game official shall be dealt with by the tournament Discipline Committee. 

 

19.5.3 The disposition of all hearings must be reported to the NLSA in the tournament report. 

 

19.5.4 A Discipline Committee may, at its discretion, take action against any club whose players, team 

staffs or spectators have been found guilty of misconduct and/or violence towards anyone present 

at a game and especially towards game officials. 

 

19.5.5 At a provincial tournament all suspensions may be appealed to the NLSA Rep. within one (1) hour 

of the decision. The NLSA repôs decision shall be final and binding for the tournament. The 

NLSA reserves the right to take further disciplinary action against a club, its players, team staffs or 

spectators if it is deemed necessary. 

 

19.5.6 Any player or team official receiving a third caution in a tournament/division consisting of four (4) 

teams or more played on a round robin basis, {a second caution in a tournament/division 

consisting of three (3) teams or less}, may waive the right to a hearing and accept an automatic 

suspension for one (1) game. If a hearing is requested, the request must be made within one (1) 

hour of the completion of the game. 

If the third caution {second caution in a tournament/division consisting of three (3) teams or less} 

is received in the last game of the tournament, the suspension shall be served in either: 

 

a) the playerôs next regular seasonôs game(s), if the playerôs season is not over, or 

b) the playerôs first game(s) of the outdoor season the following year, if the playerôs season is 

over.   

 

19.5.7  In the Challenge Cup/Jubilee Trophy Provincial Tournament (Final Weekend) a player will 

receive a 1 game suspension if he/she receives 3 yellow cards in the tournament. 

 

19.5.8 The Tournament Discipline Chairperson at his/her sole discretion shall conduct hearings to deal 

with misconducts that may be deemed above and beyond that which constitutes a one (1) 

game suspension. 

 

19.5.9 Any player or team staff expelled from a match shall be required to sit an automatic one game 

suspension plus additional penalties imposed by the Tournament Discipline Committee.

19.5.10 If any additional penalty is assessed, the individual shall serve such suspensions during the course 

of the tournament. 

 

19.5.11 The Tournament Discipline Committee may, where justified, suspend any person dismissed during 

or after a game, from all further participation in the tournament. 

 

19.6      Misconduct ï Defined 
 

19.6.1 In addition to matters referred to in any other By-Law, Rule or Regulation of the NLSA, it shall be 

misconduct if any person or organization is proved at a hearing to the satisfaction of a Discipline 

Hearing Committee of the Association to have done, or permitted or assisted in doing or 

permitting any of the following:  

 

a) Violated the Laws of the Game or the By-Laws, Rules and Regulations of the NLSA or one of 

its member regions or leagues. 

b) Committed any act or made any statement either verbally or in writing, or been responsible 

for conduct, continuing misconduct or any other matter which, in the opinion of the  NLSA is 

considered to be unsportsmanlike, insulting or improper behaviour or likely to bring the game 

into disrepute. 

 

19.6.2 The NLSA reserves the right to take disciplinary action in any case of criminal misconduct or 

human rights abuse not covered specifically in By-Laws, Rules or Regulations. 

 

19.7 Filing of Complaint  

 

19.7.1 A Misconduct report and the accompanying game sheet shall be considered a complaint of 

misconduct for the purpose of this section and shall be acted upon by the authority having 

jurisdiction. 

 

19.7.2 A complaint of misconduct, as defined above, shall be initiated by filing a written complaint with 

the president of the region or commissioner of the league (or their designate) concerned, within 

seven days of the alleged occurrence. The written complaint shall contain a consistent statement of 

the facts and the relevant rule or regulation under consideration. 

 

19.8 Hearings 

 

19.8.1 Each discipline hearing held within the jurisdiction of NLSA, its regions and provincial 

tournaments shall be conducted in accordance with the following: 

¶ A Discipline Hearing Committee shall have no less than three members, one of whom shall 

act as Chairperson. 

¶ One of the committee members shall act as recording secretary, or a non-voting recording 

secretary (not one of the committee) shall be appointed to be present for the whole hearing. 

¶ The recording secretary shall record, in writing, any action taken under Rule 19 Discipline. 

¶ A person subject to a discipline hearing may be accompanied by legal counsel only with the 

permission of the NLSA or the Regional Association with jurisdiction over the discipline. 

¶ In all cases, the party complained against shall have the right to appear, at his/her own 

expense, in person or by teleconference, before the Discipline Committee and offer a full 

answer or defence to the charges. 

¶ In the event the person subject to a complaint does not attend the hearing, the hearing may 

proceed in his/her absence. 

¶ Failure to appear at a discipline hearing when due notice has been given, may result in 

suspension of the person subject to a discipline proceeding until he/she requests in writing and 

attends another hearing. 

¶ Adjournment of a hearing may be granted by the Committee on such terms as are reasonable. 

¶ The Discipline Chair has the option of requesting the officials to be available for the hearing. 
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19.9 Timelines and Notices 

 

19.9.1 Any individual, club or region accused of misconduct shall be given at least seven calendar days 

notice of any scheduled hearing into the allegation. A copy of such notice shall also be sent to the 

club and region if the individual complained against is one of their registered players or is acting 

as an official representative. Where special circumstances exist, the Discipline Committee may 

change the notice period, but the parties concerned must receive written notice of the hearing. 

 

19.9.2 Any individual, club or region shall be given at least five days notice of any scheduled hearing, if 

their presence is required by a Discipline Hearing Committee. 

 

19.9.3 Requests for postponement of a hearing scheduled by the NLSA must be received by the 

Association at least three working days prior to the date of the hearing. 

 

19.9.4 In cases where an individual, subject to a discipline proceeding, stands suspended pending a 

hearing, or any adjourned hearing, the date for the hearing shall be set within ten days of the 

receipt of the misconduct report (or previous hearing). 

 

19.9.5 The result of any hearing shall be sent to the accused, in writing, no later than five days after the 

hearing. Verbal notification of the decision may be given earlier. 

 

19.9.6 Hearing Procedure 

 

19.9.7 With all required individuals present, the hearing shall proceed as follows: 

a) The Chairperson shall read the report and state the complaint; 

b) The individual(s) writing the report(s) (if present) shall be given the opportunity to amplify or 

qualify the report(s); 

c) The individual(s) subject to a discipline proceeding shall be allowed to ask relevant questions 

of the author of the report if he/she is present or to make submissions on the report and testify 

on his/her own behalf; 

d) The individual(s) subject to a discipline hearing and the individual(s) writing the report(s) 

shall have to opportunity to call witnesses to the incident; 

e) The Chairperson and any Discipline Hearing Committee member may question the accused or 

the witness; 

f) The individual(s) writing the report, and the individual(s) subject to the complaint proceeding, 

shall be allowed to make final summations before withdrawing. 

g) Following the withdrawal the individual(s) writing the report and the individual(s) subject to 

the complaint, the Discipline Hearing Committee shall consider the report and any further 

evidence provided, and shall either decide the case, or adjourn the hearing for decision; 

h) If no further investigation is required, the individual(s) subject to a discipline proceeding shall 

be notified of the result verbally within twenty-four (24) hours and in writing within five (5) 

days; 

i) All decisions are to be rendered by the Discipline Committee conducting the hearing within 

twenty-four (24) hours of the hearing date unless further investigation is required. 

 

19.10      Punishment 
 

19.10.1 On misconduct being proved to its satisfaction, a Discipline Hearing Committee shall have the 

power to order the offender to be suspended, fined or both. 

 

19.10.2 A Discipline Hearing Committee shall set timelines for the payment of any cost or fines and may 

set further terms of punishment for non-compliance 

 

19.10.3 In all cases of alleged physical assault of, attempted physical assault of, or threatening behaviour 

towards a game official, the person subject to a discipline proceeding shall be suspended from all 

soccer activity until the case has been decided by the NLSA Discipline Committee. 
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19.10.4 In all cases where a person has been charged in Criminal Court with offences of sexual harassment 

involving youths, the person subject to a discipline proceeding shall be suspended from all soccer 

activity until the cases have been concluded in the Criminal Court and then the NLSA, the Region 

or the league may decide if further proceedings are warranted pursuant to their Rules and 

Regulations, or the NLSAôs Rules and Regulations. 

 

19.10.5 Suspensions shall be served for a continuous period, or for consecutive games, except where there 

is a break in the competition, in which case the suspension may be continued accordingly. 

 

19.10.6 Suspension guidelines for specific offences are set out in 19.12. Regions and leagues shall use   

these guidelines in setting punishments. Any suspension for a number of games shall be consistent 

with the intent of 19.12. 

 

19.11  Punishment Guidelines 

 

19.11.1 NLSAôs competitions are guided by ñstandard penalties for misconducts against players, coaches 

and game officialsò. All misconducts will be dealt with by the body that administers the 

competition where misconduct occurred, unless tournament rules specify otherwise. 

 

19.11.2 Any punishment received as a result of a red card/ yellow card system must be served in the 

competition in which a player/coach participated, unless the card is received in their last game of 

the competition. In this case, the NLSA Discipline Committee will determine where the 

suspension will be served. 

 

19.11.3 In a situation where there are reports sent to the NLSA, the player automatically receives a 

suspension until a hearing is conducted. 

 

19.11.4 All suspensions referring to a number of games will be served in consecutive games played by the 

playerôs team in the league where the offence occurred unless the suspension was received in their 

last game of the competition, in which case the NLSA Discipline Committee will determine where 

the suspension will be served. 

 

19.11.5 Suspensions from one competition will not carry over to another competition unless the action is 

under review by the NLSA Discipline Committee.

a) Suspended according to the NLSA Discipline Policy. The player is suspended until he/she has 

heard from the League/Tournament Discipline Committee. 

  

b) Dismissals in any youth game (invitational, league or provincial tournament) have to be reported 

to the NLSA office with an incident report within 2 days of completion of the game. The Youth 

Committee will form a Discipline Committee to deal with these incidents.  

 

c) All discipline arising from a Discipline Committee at a Provincial Tournament must be reported to 

the NLSA office within 24 hours of the end of the tournament. The NLSA reserves the right to 

review the discipline and give further discipline if they deem necessary. 

 

d)  Dismissals in any Challenge Cup or Jubilee Trophy league game must be reported to the 

appropriate Commissioner of the League within 24 hours. 

 

19.12.2 Yellow Cards 

 

 a) Two yellow cards in one game will count as a red card and not two separate yellows. 

 

b) Players will be suspended for one (1) game after receiving four (4) yellow cards, two (2) games 

after seven (7) yellow cards, three (3) games after ten (10) yellow cards and four (4) games after 

twelve (12) yellow cards. Any subsequent yellow cards will be referred to the League/Tournament 

Discipline Committee for further suspensions.  

 

19.12.3 Yellow and Red Card in One Game 

 

a) If the red card is a second cautionable offence, the red card only will be placed on the playerôs 

record. 

 

b) If a player receives both a yellow and a red card in the same game, and the red is given for any 

reason other than two cautionable offenses, both the red and the yellow will be placed in the 

playerôs record. 

 

 

20 Protests 

 

20.1 General 

 

20.1.1 Protests on games shall be made according to the rules of the tournament or league in which the game was 

played. Since protests concern two or more parties, it is mandatory that formalized hearings be convened 

and conducted. All decisions are to be rendered in writing to all concerned parties prior to the next game. 

 

20.1.2 Unless the rules of the competition specify otherwise, all protest meetings will be convened in accordance 

with the timeframes specified for discipline hearings. 

 

20.1.3 Any protest arising out of any game in an NLSA tournament or league shall be in writing to the NLSA 

Representative or Commissioner within one (1) hour {except as noted in 20.2.1} of the completion of the 

game, accompanied by a protest fee of two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) in cash or money order/certified 

cheque payable to the NLSA. One hundred twenty-five dollars ($125.00) will be refunded if the protest is 

successful. All un-refunded protest fees must be forwarded to the NLSA. 
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20.1.4 The Protest Committee will deal only with the matters raised in the protest. Any other issues that arise (e.g. 

discipline) will have to be dealt with at subsequent hearings as may be necessary. 

 

20.1.5 Any decision taken by this Committee on a protest shall be final and binding as far as the   

competition is concerned. 

 

20.1.6 Protests may be lodged with the NLSA Representative only on an alleged deviation from these published 

rules or FIFA Laws of the Game. 

 

20.1.7 Protests regarding a refereeôs judgment call will not be considered. 

 

20.2 Challenge Cup / Jubilee Trophy 

 

20.2.1 In regular round robin play of the Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy leagues, a game must be protested in 

writing, accompanied by a $250.00 fee, within twenty-four (24) hours of the completion of the game. 

$125.00 will be refunded if the protest is successful and the remaining $125.00 will be forwarded to the 

NLSA. 

 

 

21 APPEALS 

 

21.1 General 

 

21.1.1 The Appeals Committee of the NLSA shall have jurisdiction to hear appeals involving: 

 a) Misconduct, as defined in the Discipline Policy. 

 b) Appeals of the decisions of Associations, Regional, League or Tournament Discipline Committees 

made against the appellant party, provided said appeal involves only an interpretation of the 

Bylaws, Rules and Regulations or Policies of The Association, Region, League or Tournament. 

 

21.1.2 Any region/club/individual participating in soccer affiliated with the NLSA has the right to appeal 

decisions affecting their status with the exception of suspensions specified in the Standard Penalties for 

Misconduct.  

 

21.1.3 The appeal process shall be to the club first, region second and NLSA third as deemed necessary by the 

appealer. 

 

21.1.4 An appeal to the NLSA shall be commenced by an application as follows: 

a) By making an application in writing to the appropriate Vice-President of the NLSA within two (2) 

days after receipt of the said decision setting out: 

¶ The decision to be appealed; 

¶ A concise statement of the facts; and 

¶ A concise submission stating the By-Law or Rule that has been contravened and setting out 

clearly in what respect the decision is alleged to be wrong. 

b) Forward, with the said application, cash or a certified cheque or money order payable to the NLSA in 

the amount of $250.00 and copies of all relevant documents. 

 

21.1.4 Should the appeal be successful, $125.00 will be refunded to the applicant. 

 

21.1.5 Suspensions will remain in effect until the decision of the NLSA Appeal Hearing is released. 

 

21.1.6 If leave to appeal is granted, the appropriate NLSA Vice-President will convene an Appeals Committee 

within five (5) days to hear such an appeal and render a decision. The decision shall be sent to the club 

representative and the respective Regional Director verbally within twenty-four (24) hours and in writing 

within five (5) days. 

 

21.1.7 Members of the Appeals Committee should be from regions other than the region involved in the appeal. 
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21.1.8 The decision of the Appeals Committee shall be final and binding (except where the decision is being 

appealed to the Canadian Soccer Association). 

 
21.1.9 Appeals of NLSA decisions may be made to the CSA. Such appeals must be made within ten days of the 

receipt of the decision and be accompanied by a certified cheque or money order of the amount specified in 

the CSA By-Laws, Rules, Regulations and Administrative Guide of the current year of competition. 

 

21.1.10 The Appeals Committee shall give reasons for their decision, in writing, to all parties to the appeal. 

 

 

21.2        Appeals of Fines 

 

21.2.1 A $250.00 fee is required to appeal a fine imposed by the NLSA. Should the appeal be successful, $125.00 

will be refunded. 

 

21.2.2 A club or region will have fifteen (15) days from the date of mailing the notification of a fine to appeal 

such fine to the NLSA. Such an appeal must be in writing and contain reasons why such fines should not be 

imposed. 

 

21.3        Appeal Hearings 

 

21.3.1 Appeal hearings shall be held in accordance with the following: 

a) An Appeals Committee, which shall consist of at least three members, one of whom shall be the 

Chairperson and one of whom shall act as Recording Secretary, shall hear all properly submitted 

appeals. The Appeals Committee may appoint a non-voting Secretary to act on any appeal. 

b) Any individual who has participated in the judicial process of a case is automatically disqualified 

from membership of the Appeals Committee. 

c) Those who are required to attend an appeal hearing shall include: 

¶ The appellant 

¶ The respondent 

¶ Both parties shall be given three days notice of said appeal hearing. 

d) In addition to the fee required to initiate an appeal, the appeal hearing may order costs against any 

party arising out of an appeal hearing. 

e) A person or organization may be legally represented at any hearing or inquiry only with prior 

written consent of the NLSA. Subject to the foregoing, an organization may be represented at any 

hearing or inquiry by any member of its Executive. Any person required to attend must attend 

personally. 

 

21.3.2 Appeal hearings shall follow the same procedure as Discipline Hearings under 19.10. 

 

21.4         Suspensions by Affiliated Associations 

 

21.4.1 The NLSA will uphold and honour all suspensions imposed by its affiliated associations and by the 

Canadian Soccer Association and its member associations upon receipt of written notification of such 

suspensions. In all cases, the preliminary appeal must be made to the suspending association. 

 

 

21.5         Jurisdiction of Appeals 

 

21.5.1 The jurisdiction of appeals shall be in accordance with Table 21.5.2 below.

22 FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITES  
 

22.1 Teams competing in Regional or Provincial finals are responsible for travel, accommodations and other 

similar expenses incurred. 

 

22.2 Teams representing the Province at National/Regional Championships sponsored by the CSA or 

National/Regional or International Invitational Tournaments are responsible for travel, accommodations 

and other similar expenses incurred. 

 

22.3 Teams representing the Province at National/Regional Championships sponsored by the CSA or 

National/Regional or International Invitational Tournaments are responsible for the travel (air/ground) costs 

for the NLSA Representative. 

 

 

23 EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORMS   
 

23.1 General 
 

23.1.1 When the colours of the competing teams are similar, home teams (the team listed first on the schedule) 

shall use alternate colours with the exception of 23.2.2. At youth mega tournaments the host must have a 

set of jerseys or pinnies available in case there is a conflict in colors. 

 

23.1.2 Goalkeepers shall wear colours that plainly distinguish them from all other players and game officials. 

 

23.1.3 All jerseys must be clearly numbered as per FIFA Rules. The number of the playerôs jersey must 

correspond to the number listed with the playerôs name on the game sheet. 

 

23.1.4 Players are not permitted to wear anything that is dangerous to themselves or other players. NO jewellery: 

that includes rings, bracelets (except medical alert bracelets ï which must be either made of Velcro or 

similar soft material), or covered with a sweatband), earrings, necklaces, other visible body piercing, etc. 

The practice of taping jewellery is not acceptable. Undershorts (slide pants or spandex) are to be the 

same main color as the shorts. Long-sleeved shirts worn under jerseys must be the same color as the 

main color of the sleeve of the jersey. Players not complying will not be allowed to enter the field until 

the match officials are satisfied that the equipment conforms to the Laws of the Game. 
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23.1.5 The wearing of shin guards is mandatory for all players in all competitions governed by the NLSA. 

 

23.1.6 Appropriate soccer socks, which completely cover the shin guards, must be worn. 

 

23.1.7 All shirts must have sleeves. 

 

23.1.8 No senior player youth will be permitted to play while wearing a hard, plaster or fibreglass cast.  Soft casts 

(gel or sponge) will be permitted provided the cast is properly and adequately padded and referee approval 

is obtained.   

 

23.1.9 No player registered Youth will be permitted to play while wearing a cast of any kind ï hard or soft. 

 

23.1.10 At all provincial tournaments, all splints, braces, etc. must be checked by the Referee-in-Chief. CSA 

Guidelines will be used in determining the acceptance or rejection of the equipment. It is the responsibility 

of the coach to ensure that all equipment is presented for inspection. 

 

23.2 Challenge Cup / Jubilee Trophy 
 

23.2.1 All players of the same team, except the goalkeeper, must have the same colour and style of numbered 

shirt, shorts and socks. Any player not properly dressed shall not be allowed to play in the game. 

 

23.2.2 The higher placed club in the Final Weekend will have first choice of team colors.  23.1.1 will not apply. 

 

 

24 AWARDS / TROPHIES 
 

24.1 The NLSA will provide 24 individual medals (gold and silver) for the first and second place teams in 

Youth tournaments {gold only for all Senior tournaments} , and a championship plaque or trophy for each 

tournament.  

 

24.2 At all senior tournaments sponsored by the NLSA, the host is responsible for a Most Valuable Player 

(Overall) and a Most Sports minded Player (Overall) plaque or trophy with the exception of Challenge Cup 

and Jubilee Trophy. 

 

24.3 Medals for MVP, MSP and Hard Hat Award for each team will be presented at the end of the tournament. 

These medals must be purchased from the NLSA office. The MVP and MSP awards will be presented at all 

youth tournaments. The Hard Hat Awards will not be presented at tournaments U-16 and above. 

 

24.4 All awards may be plaques or trophies and are to be presented at the completion of the tournament. 

 

24.5 In the Challenge Cup League, the team which finishes first in regular season play will be awarded the 

ñBobby Breen Memorial Trophyò plus two hundred dollars ($200.00). Jubilee Trophy first place finishers 

will receive the ñJean Thompson Awardò plus two hundred dollars ($200.00). 

 

24.6 Players competing as members of youth entries in Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy are not eligible to 

receive individual awards (except the Golden Boot) or All -Star selections as may be presented for league 

play.  

 

24.7 All -Star and award winners in Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy must have participated in a minimum of 

70% of their teamôs schedule to be considered an All-Star or an individual award winner in 2009. 

 

 

25 FINES 
 

25.1 Fines levied by the NLSA must be paid within thirty (30) days from the date of written notification to the 

Regional Director. 
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25.2 The written notification for the fine should include the reason for the fine, the amount of the fine, the 

appeal process and other actions that will be taken by the NLSA if the fine is not paid by the indicated 

deadline. 

 

25.3 Any club or region, which has not paid its fine within thirty (30) days, shall be considered to be in bad 

standing with the Association unless it has appealed the fine and the appeal has not been resolved. 

 

 

26 REQUEST TO TRAVEL  
 

26.1 All clubs traveling within the Province (including St. Pierre & Miquelon) for exhibition games are 

responsible for ensuring that the club(s) they intend to play are properly registered with the NLSA. 

 

26.2 All clubs traveling outside the Province must have the approval of the region and the NLSA. 

 

26.3 Request to Travel outside the Province Forms (available from NLSA office) must be submitted to NLSA 

office accompanied by a $50.00 fee per request. 

 

26.4 Any club traveling outside Canada (with the exception of St. Pierre & Miquelon) must have the permission 

of the CSA and is required to pay the applicable CSA fee. 

 

26.5 In order to play a team from a foreign country, including teams from St. Pierre & Miquelon that are not 

registered with the NLSA, the following procedure must be followed: 

 

 a)   A letter from the foreign country stating that the players involved in the games are registered with that 

countryôs association must be sent to the NLSA office thirty (30) days before the travel date, with the 

exception of St. Pierre & Miquelon which will be seven (7) days. 

  

 b)   A team roster from the foreign country must be sent to the NLSA office seven (7) days prior to the 

games. 

 

 c)   Any club associated with the NLSA must request permission from the NLSA to play a foreign team. 

 

 

27 OFFICIATING  

 

27.1 General 
 

27.1.1 The appointment of officials to a tournament shall be done by the host committee with the exception of 

27.4.1. 

 

27.1.2 If local officials with appropriate qualifications are available in the host region, they may be appointed in 

order to minimize cost. 

 

27.1.3 The hosting region must submit, to the Director of Officials, 10 days before the start of the competition, a 

list of officials available and qualified to act as referees and assistant referees during the tournament. 

 

27.1.4 No official, referee, or assistant referee, shall officiate in more than two (2) games in a day unless there are 

extenuating circumstances, for example, a last minute illness/injury to the official scheduled to referee a 

game. Hosting regions must take this into account in scheduling a tournament. For example, if three (3) 

games were scheduled in one day, two referees and three assistant referees would be required, if four (4) 

games were scheduled, two referees and four assistant referees would be required. Exceptions to this policy 

must be approved by the Director of Officials. 
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27.1.5 Prior to a tournament, one of the referees will be appointed by the host as the coordinating official to the 

tournament. This official will be responsible for the scheduling of officials during the tournament and will 

normally be on the Disciplinary Committee. 

 

27.1.6 At all provincial tournaments officials must be properly dressed according to FIFA standards. 

 

27.1.7 A qualified female official will be appointed, at the expense of the host association, to all Female 

Provincial Tournaments when possible. 

 

27.1.8 The officials will be instructed to inspect all soccer boots and equipment prior to all games sanctioned by 

the NLSA. This is for safety purposes. 

 

27.1.9 All officials must be registered with the NLSA for the current year in order to officiate at all games under 

the jurisdiction of the NLSA. Referees not registered in the previous season must register before 

officiating in their first game of the season. 
 

27.1.10 If sufficient qualified referees are not available in the host region, the travel expenses, accommodations and 

meal expenses of the appointed referees shall be at the expense of the host region. In addition, the host 

region must pay the NLSA game fee to the referees and assistant referees. 

 

27.2 Youth 
 

27.2.1 All host clubs are required to provide minimum Class III officials for all Provincial Tournaments. 

 

27.2.2 All host clubs must consider the age group of the players involved when appointing officials to any 

Provincial Tournament. 

 

27.3 Senior 
 

27.3.1 At all NLSA tournaments referees will be at least Class II or nominated Class II level, provided such 

referees are available in the Province. If nominated Class II referees are used, they should be assessed 

whenever possible. 

 

27.3.2 All NLSA senior tournaments must be officiated by two (2) qualified assistant referees who must have 

written and passed the Class III Referees Examination. A region should have such officials available 

locally. However, if they do not, such officials will have to be brought in at the host regionôs expense. In 

situations where any host is unable to obtain certified linesmen, they must have NLSA approval to use non-

certified assistant referees. 

 

27.4 Challenge Cup / Jubilee Trophy 
 

27.4.1 The appointment of officials for the Challenge Cup and Jubilee Trophy Weekend will be done by the 

NLSA Referee Committee. 
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28 INFECTIOUS DI SEASE GUIDELINES 
 

28.1 The following procedure will take place when there is any bleeding on the field of play: 

 

 a)   If the bleeding occurs where other participants may be exposed to blood, the individualôs participation 

must be interrupted until the bleeding has stopped. The wound must be cleaned and securely covered. 

 b)   All clothing soiled with blood should be replaced prior to the athlete resuming training or competition. 

 c)   If an athlete leaves the field, has his/her injury treated and covered and wishes to re-enter the game in 

another, differently numbered jersey that replaces a blood-stained jersey, s/he may re-enter only after the 

referee has been advised of the change of the number. 

 d)  All equipment and surfaces contaminated with blood and other body fluids should be cleaned. 

 e)  While cleaning blood or other body fluid spills, the following must be done: 

       -wear rubber gloves; 

       -wipe up fluids with paper towels or disposable clothes; 

       -disinfect the area if necessary; 

       -place all soiled waste in a plastic bag for disposal; 

       -remove gloves and wash hands with soap and water. 

 

 

 

 

29 LIGHTNING POLICY  

 
The safety of our players, parents, volunteers and fans is of the highest importance to the Newfoundland and 

Labrador Soccer Association.  Lightning is extremely dangerous and is responsible for at least 7 deaths and serious 

injuries to 60 to 70 people a year in Canada.  Lightning is a game stopper no matter how important or intense the 

game! 

 

In the event of lightning play will be suspended and all should seek shelter immediately.  Play will be resumed once 

the threat has passed.  This would normally be about 30 minutes after the last flash of lightning is seen or clap of 

thunder is heard.  Note that lightning may strike several kilometres away from the parent cloud.  Precautions should 

be taken even if the thunderstorm is not directly overhead. 

 
Procedure 
1. In the event of lightning, the referee shall stop play immediately.  If the referee is not aware of the threat, the 

ARôs have the responsibility to inform the referee of the situation, at which time the referee shall suspend the game.  

All participants should be removed from the playing area and directed to a ñsafeò facility.  A ñsafeò facility must be 

an enclosed building with plumbing, telephone and electrical wiring.  

 
2. Vehicles are suitable shelters if no building is available.  Ensure the windows are up and stay in the vehicle until 

the storm has passed. 

 

3. Stay away from trees, standing pools of water, and metal poles (e.g., team dugouts) and metal fences. Players with 

metal cleats should remove their footwear.  

 

4.  If caught on a field far from shelter and you feel your hair stand on end, lightning may be about to hit you. 

Crouch on the ground immediately, with feet together, placing your hands on your knees and bend forward. Don't 

lie flat .  

 

5.  Players caught in the open should spread out keeping people several yards apart 
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30 INCLEMENT WEATHER GUIDELINES  
 

 One of the hazards for tournament play is the possibility of disruption of the schedule through bad weather 

or unplayable ground conditions. Whenever possible, the pre-arranged schedule should be adhered to. And while the 

final decision on whether or not a game can be played must, of course, be left to the referee, it may be that the 

referee would allow an inter-provincial game to proceed even in circumstances where a local league game would be 

postponed. 

 

 However, in the event that it is not possible to play the tournament games as originally scheduled, the 

following area is offered as guidelines for decisions made by the NLSA Representative. They are deliberately called 

óguidelinesô, for the NLSA recognizes that conditions and circumstances may vary greatly and that hard-and-fast 

decisions can only be made by the person on the spot. In every case, the actual decision made by the NLSA Rep 

shall be final. 

 

30.1 Team round robin tournament 
 

30.1.1 If all or part of the first dayôs competition has had to be abandoned, then the first dayôs games shall be 

played on the second day, prior to the competition already scheduled for the second day. 

 

30.1.2 The second dayôs schedule shall also be completed on the second day; in effect this means that teams 

would be playing two or more games on one day. 

 

30.1.3 Al l remaining games shall be played on the third day, making such changes in the starting times of games 

as may be necessary to permit the completion of the schedule. 

 

30.1.4 The NLSA Representative may also order that the normal length of games be reduced, provided that 2/3 of 

the normal regulation time is played. 

30.1.5 If 30.1.1 ï 30.1.4 are not possible, whether because of ground conditions or because of travel schedules 

which cannot be changed, then the tournament shall become a knock-out tournament, with the winners of 

the first dayôs games playing each other and the losers likewise. Each game is then played to a conclusion. 

 

30.1.6 If one or more of the first dayôs games have resulted in ties, the teams involved shall, at the beginning of 

the third day, take kicks form the penalty spot as per FIFA regulations to determine which of them is to be 

considered the winner of the tied game. 

 

30.1.7 If two days play has been completed, but normal play is not possible on the third and final day of the 

tournament (and if there is no possibility of teams in contention staying for a fourth day), the tournament 

champion shall be determined on the basis of the first two daysô competition, using if necessary, the tie-

breaking formula for round robin tournaments. 

 

30.1.8 Only if conditions are so adverse as not to permit 30.1.7, shall recourse be made to the drawing of lots. 

 

30.1.9 If it has not been possible to play on the first two days of competition, then the tournament shall become a 

knock-out competition with, if necessary, abbreviated games. The winners of the first two scheduled games 

shall play a second game: the championship final. 

 

30.2 Three team round robin 
 

30.2.1 If the first dayôs game has to be postponed, it shall be played prior to the second dayôs game, with such 

changes in starting times as the NLSA Rep may determine. 

 

30.2.2 If the second dayôs game has to be postponed, it shall be played on the third day, normally before the game 

already scheduled for the third day. 

 

30.2.3 The NLSA Rep shall have the authority to make such changes to the starting times of the games, to the 

order in which they are to be played and to the length of games s/he may determine to be in the best 
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interests of completing the competition, subject to the condition that each game shall be at least 2/3 of the 

normal regulation time. 

 

30.2.4 If it is the third dayôs game that cannot be held, then the championship shall be determined on the basis of 

the results of the previous two games, using, if necessary, the tie-breaking formula. 

 

30.3 Unforeseen circumstances 

 

30.3.1 It is possible that eventualities could arise that have not been envisaged above. In such cases (e.g. 

Provincial involving more that four teams), decisions should be made which are analogous to those 

indicated above. 

 

 

 

31 CALL -UP GUIDELINES FOR YOUTH MEGA, B, C, ETC. TOURNAMENTS  
 

31.1 Requests for call-ups may only come through the Regional Director and permission may only be 

granted by the Youth Director. 

 

31.2 Call-ups must not increase the roster above the original number of registered players on the 

submitted Credential Form for the appropriate tournament. 

 

31.3 Call-ups must not result in the roster exceeding the authorized number (See Rule 4.2). 

 

31.4 Registered players who wish to play may not be replaced. 

 

31.5 Call-ups must not enhance team strength, which would cause the overall integrity of the competition 

to be jeopardized. Any call-ups must come from a lower level of competition. 

 

31.6 Call-ups must come from the teamôs club system if such system is in place. 

 

31.7 Call-ups must be added to the Team Credential Form in the NLSA office. 

 

31.8 Call-ups must be registered players. 

 

31.9 After the Provincial Tournament, the player will return to his/her original team if the league is not 

over. 

 

31.10 No call-ups are permitted after the pre-tournament meeting for the appropriate tournament. 

 

31.11 Call-ups must not have been registered with the team for thirty (30) days prior to the Provincial 

Tournament. 

 

31.12 If the season is not over, a call-up must have the consent of the team for which s/he plays before the 

call-up. 

 

31.13 The call-up player must replace a player on the submitted Credential Form. 
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CHECKLIST FOR HOSTS

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 NLSA Indoor Soccer Rules and Regulation 
 

Referees: 

 
Each match will be controlled by one official, a referee who has full authority to enforce the NLSAôs Rules 
and Regulations of Indoor Soccer. The authority and exercise of the powers granted to the referee by 
these playing rules commence as soon as the referee enter the field of play. The referee's powers of 
penalizing shall extend to offences committed when the ball is in play, the ball is out of play, or play has 
been temporarily suspended. The referee's decision on points of fact connected with the play shall be 
final, so far as the result of the game is concerned.  
 
The referee(s) shall: (All games will be officiated by NLSA qualified officials). 
a) Enforce the playing rules. 
b) Refrain from penalizing in cases where by doing so, an advantage would be given to the 

offending team. 
c) Keep a record of the game. 
d) Have the discretionary power to stop the game for any infringement of the playing rules and to 

suspend or terminate the game whenever such stoppage is deemed necessary. In such a case 
the referee shall submit a detailed report, within the stipulated time. 

e) Caution and show a yellow card to any player guilty of misconduct or unsporting behaviour. In 
such cases the referee shall send the name of the offender to the competent authority. 

f) Allow no person other than the players to enter the field of play without giving permission 
g) Stop the game when of the opinion that a player has been seriously injured; have the player 

removed as soon as possible from the field of play, and immediately resume the game. 
If a player is slightly injured, the game must not be stopped until the ball has ceased to be in play. 
A player who is able to leave the field of play for attention of any kind shall not be treated on the 
field of play. 

h) Send off the field of play and show a red card to any player who is guilty of violent conduct, 
serious foul play, or the use of offensive, insulting, abusive language and/or gestures, or is guilty 
of a second caution able offence. 

i) Signal for recommencement of the game after all stoppages. 
j) Decide that the ball provided for a match meets with the requirements. 
k) Inform all clubs that the league does not allow additional time to be added to games. 
 

Players Equipment 

 
1) The basic compulsory equipment of a player shall consist of a numbered shirt, shorts, stockings, 

shin guards and footwear.  
The footwear shall be appropriate to the Indoor game and the playing surface.  
The number which shall be on the back of the shirt. 
Players of the same team shall not have the same uniform number. 
Important: No footwear that has been worn out side is permitted to be used on the floor. 

2) Shin guards, which must be covered entirely by the stockings, shall be made of a suitable 
material (rubber, plastic, polyurethane or similar substance) and shall afford a reasonable degree 
of protection. 

3) Goalkeepers shall wear colors which distinguish them from each other, the other players and 
from the referee. 
 

 
THE FIELD OF PLAY  
 
The light blue lines painted on the perimeter of the PowerPlex floor surface will represent the touch-lines. 
Should the ball go outside of this area, the ball will be deemed ï ñOut Of Play.ò  
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THE PENALTY AREA 
 
At both ends of the PowerPlex Gym there is an area marked directly in front of the goal mouths which will 
be considered the goal area. I will refer to this area, as the box.  
 
 Note: The penalty shot will be taken at the top of the box. 
 
THE GOAL AREA. 
 
The penalty area (box) shall serve as the goal area. This area will be identified as the goal keeperôs area 
and should any serious infraction occur inside of this area to the attacking team a penalty shot will be 
awarded. The goalkeeper is permitted to use his hands anywhere inside of this goal area.  
 
TEAM BENCHES. 
 
All team benches must be on the same side of the field. Only registered players and coaching staff, that 
are on the game sheet, are permitted on the bench. 
 

 

The Start of Play 

 
1) Preliminaries: A coin is tossed and the team which wins the toss decides which goal it will attack in 

the first half of the game and kicks off in the second half of the game. The other team takes the 
kick-off to start the game. In the gameôs second half, the teams change ends and attack the 
opposite goals. 

2) Kick-Off: A kick-off is the way of starting or restarting play: 

 a) At the start of the game; 

 b) After a goal has been scored; 

 c) At the start of the second half of the game; and 

 d) At the start of each period of extra time, when applicable. 

3) A goal may not be scored directly from a kick-off. 
4) Kick-Off Procedure: The referee having given a signal, the game shall be started by a player 

taking a place kick (i.e., a kick at the ball while it is stationary on the ground in the centre of the 
field of play) in any direction (ie. forwards, sidewards, or backwards) on the field of play. All 
players shall be in their own half of the field and every player of the team opposing that of the 
kicker shall remain not less than five meters from the ball until it is kicked-off. The ball is in play 
when it is kicked and moves. The kicker shall not play the ball a second time until it has been 
touched or played by another player. 

 

The Ball  
 
 For senior menôs competitions in the indoor league the ball shall be a size 5 

 

Duration of the Game 

 

Regular games: 2 x 25 minutes (Switch around at half time, no break)  

Play-off games: 2 x 45 minutes (Switch around at half time, 10 minute break)

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Player Registration 

 

a. A team is permitted to register a maximum of 25 players. 

b. A team is permitted a maximum of 20 players to be dressed and placed on a game sheet.  

c. A player can only register with one club. 

d. A player will be required to play a minimum of 3 games to be deemed play -off eligible. 

e. Each team will play 7 players on a side. One of these players must be a goalkeeper. 

  

Note: All  teams must submit a 12 player registration list by Friday January 22, 2010. Any 

additional player wishing to be registered is required to be registered a minimum of 24 hours 

prior to game time. 

 

Substitutions:  

 

a. Unlimited substitution shall be allowed. 
b. The game shall not be delayed to allow substitution. 
c. Any of the other players may change places with the goalkeeper, provided that the referee is 

informed before the change is made, and provided also, that the change is made during a 
stoppage of the game. 

d. When any player other than the goalkeeper is to be replaced, the substitute shall not enter the 
field of play until the player being replaced is within 1 meter of the centre field on the side of the 
player's team bench. Neither the player entering or the player leaving may interfere with the play 
while both are on the field. The substitution is completed when the substitute enters the field of 
play, from which moment the substitute becomes a player and the player being substituted 
ceases to be a player. 

 
 
 

High Ball Rule:    If the ball makes contact with any part of the ceiling above the playing area. A free 

kick shall be awarded to the opposing team, below the point at which contact was made with the ball. 
When a player is taking a free kick, all of the opposing players shall be at least five meters from the ball. 
 

 

Off side Offence:  There shall be no offside offence in indoor soccer

The cards listed below will be in effect for the entire schedule. All suspensions handed out in this 

indoor league will be served during the 2010 indoor season or forwarded on to 2011 if necessary.

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A player shall be cautioned and shown the yellow card if, in the opinion of the referee, the player: 

 1) Is guilty of unsporting behaviour; 

 2) Shows dissent by word or action; 

 3) Persistently infringes the Playing Rules Of Indoor Soccer; 

 4) Delays the restart of play; 

 5) Fails to respect the required distance when play is restarted with a corner kick or a free 
kick; 

 6) Enters the field of play without the refereeôs permission other than in the act of substitution; 

 7) Deliberately leaves the field of play without the refereeôs permission other that in the act of 
substitution or directly returning to the team bench after serving a time penalty; or 

 8) Slide tackles or attempts to slide tackle.

A player shall be sent off the field of play and shown the red card if, in the opinion of the referee, the 
player: 

 a) Is guilty of serious foul play; 

 b) Is guilty of violent conduct; 

 c) Spits at an opponent or any other person; 

 d) Denies the opposing team a goal or an obvious goal-scoring opportunity by deliberately 
handling the ball (this does not apply to a goalkeeper within his own penalty area); 

 e) Denies an obvious goal-scoring opportunity to an opponent moving towards the playerôs 
goal by an offence punishable by a free kick or a penalty kick; 

 f) Abuses offensive, insulting or abusive language and/or gestures; or 

 g) Receives a second caution in the same match.  
 

Note: All red cards will be reviewed and further suspension will be handed out if the NLSA feel 

itôs warranted. 
 
Free shot 
 
All free kicks shall be classified as "indirect" (ie., a goal cannot be scored unless the ball has been played 
or touched by a player other than the kicker before passing through the goal). 
 
A player committing any of the five following offences listed shall be penalized by the award of a free kick. 

 
1) Playing in a manner considered by the referee to be dangerous. 
2) Charging fairly, i.e., with the shoulder, when the ball is not within playing distance of the players 

concerned and they are definitely not trying to play it; 
3) When not playing the ball, impeding the progress of an opponent, i.e., running between the 

opponent and the ball, or interposing the body so as to form an obstacle to an opponent, or using 
the boards or walls to delay play, trap, fend-off an opponent or support themselves so as to gain 
an advantage; 

4) Charging the goalkeeper except when the goalkeeper: 

 a) Is holding the ball; 

 b) Is obstructing an opponent; 
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 c) Has passed the ball outside the goal area. 

5) When playing as a goalkeeper and within the penalty area commits any of the following five 
offences: 

 a) Takes more than six seconds while controlling the ball with his hands, before releasing it 
from his possession, 

 b) Touches the ball again with his hands after it has been released from his possession and 
has not touched any other player, 

 c) Touches the ball with his hands after it has been deliberately kicked to him by a team-
mate, 

 d) Touches the ball with his hands after he has received it directly from a kick-in taken by a 
team-mate, 

 e) Wastes time  

  
 
When a player is taking a free kick inside the player's own penalty area, all of the opposing players shall 
be at least five meters from the ball and shall remain outside the penalty area until the ball has been 
kicked out of the area. The ball shall be in play immediately when it is kicked directly beyond the penalty 
area. The goalkeeper shall not handle the ball, in order to kick it into play. If the ball is not kicked directly 
into play, beyond the penalty area, the kick shall be retaken. 
 
When a player is taking a free kick outside the player's own penalty area, all of the opposing players shall 
be at least five meters from the ball, until it is in play, unless they are standing on their own goal line, 
between the goal posts. The ball shall be in play when it is kicked and moves. 
 
If a player of the opposing team encroaches into the penalty area, or within five meters of the ball, as the 
case may be, before a free kick is taken, the referee shall delay the taking of the kick, and give the player 
a caution.  The ball must be stationary when a free kick is taken, and the kicker shall not play the ball a 
second time until it has been touched or played by another player. 

 

 

 
Corner Kick 

 
When the whole of the ball passes over the goal-line (light blue in color), excluding that portion between 
the goal-posts, either in the air or on the ground, having last been played by one of the defending team, a 
member of the attacking team shall take a corner-kick.  
Players of the team opposing that of the player taking the corner-kick shall not approach within five 
meters of the ball until it is in play, i.e., it has been kicked and moves, nor shall the kicker play the ball a 
second time until it has been touched or played by another player. A goal shall not be scored directly from 
a corner-kick. 

 
Penalty Shot 
 
Should a player of the defending team commit one of the eleven offences listed below, within the penalty 
area, the player shall be penalized by a penalty kick. A player who commits any of the following six 
offences in a manner considered by the referee to be careless, reckless or involving disproportionate 
force: 

 1) Kicks or attempts to kick an opponent; 

 2) Trips or attempts to trip an opponent; 

 3) Jumps at an opponent; 

 4) Charges an opponent,  

 5) Strikes or attempts to strike an opponent; or 

 6) Pushes an opponent; 
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or who commits any of the following five offenses: 

 7) When tackling an opponent makes contact with the opponent before contact is made with 
the ball; 

 8) Spits at an opponent; 

 9) Holds an opponent; 

 10) Handles the ball deliberately, i.e., carries, strikes or propels the ball with hand or arm (this 
does not apply to the goalkeepers within their penalty areas); or 

 11) Slide tackles or attempts to slide tackle 

 
A penalty kick can be awarded irrespective of the position of the ball, if in play, at the time an offence 
within the penalty area is committed. A penalty-kick shall be taken from the penalty-mark and, when it is 
being taken, all players with the exception of the player taking the kick, properly identified, and the 
opposing goalkeeper, shall be within the field of play but outside the penalty-area, and at least 3 meters 
from the penalty-mark and must stand behind the penalty mark. The opposing goalkeeper must remain 
on his goal line, facing the kicker, between the goal-posts, until the ball is kicked. The player taking the 
kick must kick the ball forward; it shall not be played a second time until it has been touched or played by 
another player. The ball shall be deemed in play directly after it is kicked and moves. A goal may be 
scored directly from a penalty-kick. When a penalty-kick is being taken during the normal course of play, 
or when time has been extended at half time or full time to allow a penalty-kick to be taken or retaken, a 
goal shall not be nullified if, before passing between the posts and under the crossbar, the ball touches 
either or both of the goal posts or the crossbar, or the goalkeeper, or any combination of these agencies, 
providing that no other infringement has occurred.
